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§300.303 Port access by foreign, listed
IUU vessels.

If a foreign, listed IUU vessel is
allowed to enter a port or place subject
to the jurisdiction of the United States,
the Assistant Administrator may, in
accordance with applicable provisions
of RFMO conservation and management
measures, take one or more of the
following actions:

(a) Inspect the vessel;

(b) Deny the vessel access to port
services, including but not limited to
refueling, resupplying, or disembarking
or embarking of crew; or

(c) Prohibit the vessel from engaging
in commercial transactions including,
but not limited to, transshipping or
landing product.

§300.304 Prohibitions.
(a) It is unlawful for a foreign, listed
IUU vessel denied entry under § 300.302

to enter any port or place subject to the
jurisdiction of the United States.

(b) It is unlawful for any foreign,
listed IUU vessel to obtain port services
or engage in commercial transactions, or
attempt to obtain such services or
engage in such transactions, if such
activities have been denied or
prohibited under § 300.303(b) and/or
§300.303(c) or if the vessel has been
denied entry under § 300.302.

(c) It is unlawful for any person,
without prior authorization from the
Assistant Administrator, to engage in
commercial transactions with listed ITUU
vessels. Such transactions include, but
are not limited to:

(1) Transshipment;

(2) Processing fish harvested or
landed by a listed ITUU vessel or
processing fish using a listed IUU
vessel;

(3) Joint fishing operations;

(4) Providing supplies, fuel, crew, or
otherwise supporting a listed ITUU
vessel; or

(5) Chartering or entering in a
chartering arrangement with a listed
IUU vessel.

(d) The prohibitions listed in
§ 300.304(c) shall not apply when the
Assistant Administrator has authorized
a listed IUU vessel to access such port
services or engage in such commercial
transactions, in accordance with
applicable provisions of RFMO
conservation and management
measures, including in cases of force
majeure and where the Assistant
Administrator has determined that such
services are essential to the safety,
health, and welfare of the crew.

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Atlantic Shark Commercial Fishery Update

Below are the preliminary landings estimates in metric tons (mt) and pounds (Ib) dressed weight
(dw) for the Atlantic Shark commercial fisheries January 1, 2009, through December 31, 2009.
These preliminary landings estimates include landing reports received through December 31,
2009. The landings presented below are total landings reported through the Pelagic Dealer
Compliance (PDC) (previously known as the Quota Monitoring System), and the Accumulated
Landings System (ALS) (previously known as the general canvass). Landings within the shark
research fishery were determined from trip tickets provided to the National Marine Fisheries
Service (NMEFS) by scientific observers. The estimates include landings by state-only permitted
vessels, federally permitted vessels, and the 2009 shark research fishery participants. Due to the
privacy regulations of North Carolina (NC), NMFS is unable to remove all instances where NC
dealers report in both the PDC and ALS. As a result, some NC landings may be inflated. NMFS
reminds fishermen and dealers that they are required to identify all landed sharks to species.

The estimated landings for the non-sandbar LCS in the Atlantic region declined by 2.6 mt dw
when compared to the landings used in the 2010 final shark specifications (75 FR 250, January 5,
2010). This decline is due to normal quality control procedures that occur when updated data is
supplied. Additionally, since the last landings update used in the 2010 final shark specifications,
the porbeagle landings were exceeded. NMFS intends to adjust the 2011 quotas for non-sandbar
LCS and porbeagle sharks to account for these changes, as appropriate.
